CAST BIOGRAPHY
Harald Schrott completed his acting training at the Cingl / Fröhlich drama school in Innsbruck then worked for two years at the Tirol State Theater. He was part of the Mainz State Theater, where he starred William Shakespeare's Romeo and Juliet and in Friedrich Schiller's The Robbers. 
Schrott made his film debut in Volker Schlöndorff's Die Stille, which won the German Film Award. He took a challenging role when he embodied the Hitler assassin Claus Graf Schenk von Stauffenberg in film The Hour of the Officers. 
Schrott was nominated for Best Actor in a television film for the German Television Award.

Erika Marozsán graduated from the Budapest Academy of Drama and Film and then became a member of Új Színház ("New Theatre") in Budapest.
Her first movie appearance was in the hit Hungarian film, " Peace negotiations – This century lasts until Thursday". She has played primarily in Hungarian films, but also appeared on the Cinemax hit action thriller, Sniper 2, with Tom Berenger and Bokeem Woodbine, as well as Gloomy Sunday and One Day Crossing, which was nominated for an Oscar in 2001.
